At EDP do we offer a free trial  ?
Yes, we offer a 7 day free trial to all new students with $0 enrolment fee?

Can I watch or sit in the class? 
Classes at Elite Dance Project are private, meaning you cannot sit in on a class however you can watch through our viewing window.
We encourage children to develop their independence and learn to grow without their parent/carer by their side. Having family
members in class serves only as a distraction and the student won’t be able to engage in class properly.

Does EDP offer exams?
Yes, at EDP we do offer exams for anyone who would like to sit their exams and meet the requirements. Exams are not compulsory,
For more information regarding exams please contact us.

How are term fees paid ?
Term fees are invoiced at the beginning of every term and are due date on the invoice. All term fee's are bank transferred, please
ensure you use the students name as the reference.  We also off effpos at reception for easy payment.

What footwear does my child require for class?
At EDP we wear Tan jazz shoes for Kindy Transition, Pre Junior, Junior, Intermediate and Senior students wear black Jazz shoes. Tap
students wear tan Tap shoes for Kindy Transition, Pre Junior and Junior. Intermediate and Senior students wear Black Tap shoes. If
you are moving over from a studio that wears different colour shoes not to worry, the dancer can wear the shoes till they grow out of

Do students need to wear the uniform?
Yes, we offer lots of great styles to choose from. All students must be in full correct uniform with neat hair for every class.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS





The mainstream at EDP is massive - so big that we get our very own
concerts! All classes participate in the concert, which is held at

Bankstown Sports Club. It’s an incredible opportunity for our students to
show their families what they’ve been working on all year and to see

your child shine on the stage! Backstage is run by a hired team of
theatre professionals, combined with our EDP teachers, so that you and

your family can sit back and enjoy the performance. Parents are
required to change and look after their own child throughout the concert
due to child protection. There are some additional costs associated with
the concert and we try to give our families as much notice to pay these.

As soon as we have confirmed all concert details, we let you know. Below
we’ve outlined what you might expect to pay at concert time, but please

be aware these are subject to change. 

CONCERT/ PRESENTATION DAY LEVY
All students participating in the concert pay a concert/ presentation day
levy. Although our students are recreational, we strive to offer a concert
experience which is a professional production. In turn, this requires a big
team to produce! All costs are compiled into one simple payment, which

is due with term 4 fees. The Concert / presentation day Levy usually
comes to $55 and includes:
• Chaperones for backstage 

• Theatre, lighting, sound and tech
• Concert T-shirt (can be worn as uniform)

• Presentation day awards

CONCERT COSTUMES
The average cost of a concert costume is $65-$85 these costumes you
will get to keep at the end of the concert. On occasion some costumes

are hired for $35 and are to be returned at the end of the concert.
